APPLIQUE BLOCKS

1. Using your favorite appliqué method, prepare Seam allowance is
and center (1) Hmelon on (1) L 5-3/4" x 10-1/2" shown on this
rectangle. Fuse, baste or pin the melon in place. melon block only.

3. Using your favorite appliqué method, prepare and place (1) B half melon on (1) O 5-3/4" x
5-1/2" rectangle matching the straight edge of the melon to one 5-3/4" edge of rectangle.
Fuse, baste or pin the melon in place. Sew around the curved edges of the melon. Baste the
straight edges together. Make 1.

4. Following step 3, make the following half melon blocks as shown below.

Seam allowance is
shown on this half
melon block only.

QUILT TOP ASSEMBLY
5. Arrange the melon blocks and half melon blocks in vertical rows following the quilt layout
on page 4. Sew the blocks in each row together.

6. Sew together (7) P 1-3/4" x 60-1/2" sashing strips alternating with (6) block rows.
7. Sew (2) P 1-3/4" x 40-3/4" strips to the top and bottom edges of quilt.

8. Sew (1) G 3-1/4" x 63" border to each side of quilt. Sew (2) G 3-1/4" x 46-1/4" borders
to top and bottom of quilt.

FINISHING: Layer quilt top, batting and backing together to form quilt sandwich. 3
Baste and quilt as desired. Bind using R 2-1/4" strips.
