e Optional: Starch/starch alternative, removable fabric marker

WOF = Width of Fabric

e Read instructions all the way through before beginning to cut to
understand where cut pieces are used and choose your preferred
cutting methods.

* Press fabrics with starch or starch alternative and allow to dry before
cutting fabric.

e Fussy-cut pieces will have bias edges so handle carefully to avoid
stretching or distorting.

e Cut fabricin order listed, placing pieces with fussy cut motifs first to take
advantage of all motifs available, then cut pieces that do not require
specific motif placement.

e |f desired, mark all pieces to be cut with a removable fabric marker
before cutting.

Fabrics C and E-L, fussy cut from each:
(4) 5" bias squares, centered on animal motifs shown when possible or
your choice of motifs

Fabrics A and B, fussy cut from each:
(5) 5'%." bias squares, centered on dog motifs shown or your choice

1. Draw a diagonal line from corner to corner across the wrong side of
2 Fabric M 3’2" squares.

4. Arrange 1 fussy cut Fabric G bias square, 1 Fabric AG 3" square, Unit
2a, and Unit 2b in 2 rows as shown, making sure the top of the turtle
motif is oriented towards the solid fabric square, as indicated by the
arrow on the diagrams. Stitch into rows. Press away from Fabric M.
Sew rows together to make a block (8" square unfinished). Fig. 4a
2. Arrange a marked Fabric M 32" square right sides together with a Fig. 4a
Fabric AG 32" square. Stitch along outer marked lines (or 4" away
from center line). Cut apart on center line to yield 2 identical half-
square triangle units. Press. Trim each square to 3" square, keeping
diagonal seam centered. Repeat to make a total of 4 M/AG Unit 1.

In the same manner, make a total of 50 blocks referring to the Block
Table (page 8) for fabrics used in each block, and making sure the top
of the fussy-cut motif is towards the solid square when assembling
the block.

When the blocks are assembled in quadrants into the quilt top,

the motifs will all radiate outwards to the top, bottom, and sides if
constructed in this manner.
